1.Attendance: Students are expected to be in class on time and ready to begin when the tardy bell rings. Students must be in the classroom waiting for instruction. Excessive tardiness and absenteeism may result in failure in a studio class where time on task is so important. 1stTardy= Warning, 2nd Tardy= Parent Contact Form, 3rd Tardy= Dean Referral (two op hours), 4thTardy=Dean Referral (3 hour Saturday detention), 5th& subsequent tardies = Dean Referral (4 hour Saturday detention), and possibly further consequences.
2.Class Materials: You will be sharing a Nikon Digital SLR Camera for class.

You may use your own camera if it is an SLR. You MAY NOT use a point and shoot or cell phone camera for class projects. There may be instances when you need to share the camera over a weekend. It is your responsibility to work out a sharing schedule with other students. Please let me know if you have your own digital SLR camera.
3.Extra Help: If you need additional assistance understanding photo assignments or coming up with ideas, feel free to discuss this matter with me. I am ALWAYS AVAILABLE via EMAIL! You may also consult my schedule and make an appointment with me.
4.Make-Up Procedure: Every student works at his/her own pace, but deadlines are a reality and we need to have work finished for class critiques. Projects must be completed for formal critiques and exhibits in order to receive full credit. If you are having difficulty keeping up in class you will have to work independently outside of class (before school, after school, study hall, or lunch). If you are sick, an extension will be granted if you or your parent contacts me during your illness to make arrangements to make up the work.
5.Classroom Management: Basic Photo is an exciting, hands-on experience, which requires working independently and having the freedom to move around the room. You are to honor the expectations listed here:
•Verbally support your fellow artists -no put downs 
•Respect our art materials and each other’s work
•Clean up your own mess and help keep the room/computers organized
•No Food or Drink in the computer lab (leave drinks by the door)
6.Outside Assignments: Because this is a studio class, most of your assignments will be completed during class time however, work outside of class will be expected. You will have project tutorials, critiques, and other activities to learn the media well that you need to be completed during class. Taking Photo guidelines on Campus:

1. Students are to remain on campus at all times.

2. Students are to avoid disrupting other classes

a. Pulling out friends

b. Flashing the cameras in doorways

c. Being loud or disruptive in hallways or common spaces

3. Spend only enough time outside the classroom to complete the assignment

4. There is no sitting on, riding in, or driving of any vehicle.

5. All photos will be of an inoffensive nature.  Any photo that suggests harassment, sexual innuendos, or obscenity will not be tolerated. 

6. Stay out of all offices and do not photograph people in those offices unless you have their permission

7. Stay out of the following areas:

8. Any misuse of these privileges will result in alternative assignments or ability to leave the classroom during work days
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Classroom guidelines:

1. No drinks, coffee, or food during class time.  Finish your breakfast or lunch before coming to class (School wide policy, not just mine)

a. Poor conversation topics – detention, time to be determined.

7. At the end of the hour, you should be in your assigned seat waiting for dismissal.  Not lining up at the door or roaming around. 

a. Put your belongings away

b. Clean up the space around your seat (computer area)

c. Be sure equipment is put away in proper place

8. Photography – trust is a huge factor in this class.  HUGE.  Be sure to make wise decisions and follow your photography guidelines.  Do not take pictures in locations that are off limits or inappropriate

9. Give it your all on every project.  The best way to improve is to listen, be proactive, and try to push your creative limits.

10. Cell phones – May be used when necessary.

a. Never use a cell phone in the darkroom.  It will ruin the photo paper and film.

b. Good use for a timer or to make sure you are back to class on time when on a photo assignment

c. Not to be used when I am giving directions or a lesson.
