Expectations

Topics we will be covering:

2. Value

3. Color Theory

4. Clay

Techniques: pinch, coil, carve, slab, texture designs

Expectations for classroom behavior:

1. Be on time and in your assigned seat for attendance and lessons, if not you will be counted tardy! 
2. At the end of the hour, you should be in your assigned seat, waiting for dismissal. 
3. Every class we will be sketching to improve our drawing skills. Come into class, and begin sketching quietly.

5. Follow the guidelines for working:
